We have a dedicated board of directors, a
Scientific and Medical Advisory Council made up
of top researchers and clinicians in eczema, and
volunteers who raise awareness in communities for
our collective cause.

NEA provides programs and resources to elevate the
diverse lived experience of eczema, and help patients
and caregivers understand their disease, actively
engage in their care, find strength in one another -
and improve their lives. Additionally, NEA advances
critical eczema research and partners with key
stakeholders to ensure the patient voice is
represented and valued in education, care and
treatment decision-making.
